Music Curriculum Grade 8  -  General Music

ALL GRADES:  Students will be able to:  understand written music notation; sing, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music; evaluate music and music performances; understand the relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts; understand music in relation to history and culture; AND be able to think IN music.

HISTORY OF ROCK-N-ROLL

**  STUDENTS WILL BE EXPECTED TO HAVE A NOTEBOOK/FOLDER WITH THEM FOR EACH CLASS.  THIS WILL BE COLLECTED AND GRADED AT THE END OF THE QUARTER.

Week 1/Unit 1:     Games, Review of musical terms, General Discussion:  “What is Pop music?”  “What is culture?”  “Do the two relate in any way?”

4 Units (1950s; 60s; 70s; 80s).  Each student will rotate through 4 stations at least twice per unit (decade).


STATIONS:
1.  Music Theory (webgames)

2.  Research (paperwork, www.rockhall.com)

3.  Instrument Prep (youtube, songfacts.com – listening, reading, note-taking)

4.  Instrument Practice (guitar/piano)

Stations rotate every 10-15 minutes.

Composition unit – create a 12-bar blues and be able to play it on the keyboard.
Unit 6:  Final Project:  TUTORIAL.
Students will create a short tutorial (video) that will include a “how-to” on 8mm of one of the songs we learned throughout the semester.

Unit 7:  Musical Theatre.  Students will watch a video of a musical theatre production.  Throughout the show, class will discuss all aspects of the performance (singing, acting, dancing, lighting design, set design, costume/makeup, etc.)

ASSESSMENT:

Each unit will receive a grade for the various stations.  Students must turn in written work for station 1 (10 points); worksheet (with all station work filled in on it) (65 points); play the song on guitar and piano (25 points).
